Readers not only sparked the idea to write a second book, | also asked on Instagram
(adults) and in schools (kids) which story threads they were inferested in.




Which characters were they curious about? And | shared a few ideas | was thinking
about fo see how readers responded. It was so helpful to open up a dialogue with
people who had read Two Wolves much more recently than | had, and who cared so
much about the characters. It inspired me to dig deep and try to write a book that |
love as much as the first, and that | hope readers will, too.

What was the most challenging part of revisiting these
characters and this story world?

It was slightly scary writing a follow-up. The first book has had such a positive response,
| didn’t want to write a book that wasn’t worthy of Two Wolves. | think that’s part of
the reason | told it from a fresh POV and five years later. So that it could stand up as
its own book. Another challenge was imagining what a seven year-old might be like
at age twelve. Hopefully readers can see the strength and humour of the old Olive in
the new book, but also how she has grown and changed through the crime her dad
committed and the events since.

What is your favourite moment from the new book?

It's difficult because I've only just finished the book, so I'm very close to the whole
story and | don’t want to make all the other moments feel unworthy. ;) But a favourite
moment is when Olive is home alone one night and her dad, who's been on the run
from the law, and from their family, for five years, knocks on their door. Olive has to
decide whether to let him in, because he seems super-nice, like he’s changed, or to
listen to Mum who said to never, ever let Dad in if he comes knocking. This was the first
scene | imagined in the book and Olive’s decision is what sets the action in motion,
driving us through rain and darkness, over railway tracks and through wrecking yards,
pushing Olive o rethink her family, herself and her ideas on frust and forgiveness.

| think it’s that there’s a problem and there’s a

solution. It makes you feel smart to figure out

something challenging. And it's active reading, because you

want to pay attention to what’s in there: you know there will be clues and you can
figure it out. What are people really saying and what do they really mean? It makes
you think about the characters and why they are the way they are, so there’s an extra
level of engagement you can draw readers into.

Arctic tundras, the cloisters of Manhattan’s museum scene. How
do you land on the settings? And how important are they to the
plots of Friday Barnes?

They’re super important. | love geography. | think about how it feels to be a kid when
you can’t drive and you can’t confrol where you go, but they can explore places

through reading books. | want to let kids know there’s a huge wide world out there
with all these amazing things, so | like to set books in places |'ve been. Florence for
example: yes, there is the Uffizi Gallery and the statue of David, but there are so many
details that make Florence wonderful that you uncover only from being

there.

| couldn’t go to Oslo because of Covid, so | walked up and down the

streets using Google Maps. But doing that was worth the trouble,

because | found this place called Harald’s Vaffels and it’s

supposed to have the best waffles in Oslo. It does really weird

waffles with brown cheese and jam, the street is kind of grungy

and it's got weeds and gum everywhere and that sort of

juxtaposition between Oslo’s best waffles and the mundane that

makes it more real.




What do you think it is about Friday that has resonated with
so many fans for so many years?

| think she’s really smart. There is this ingrained cultural thing where kids are treated as
less smart than adults, which is not frue. They re just as smart as adults, they just don’t
know as much because they | haven’t been around as long. Kids are so used to just
being ignored or underestimated, so Friday’s intelligence is really attractive to them.

Also, I've got a 14-year-old and | know at school, in real life, there is big pressure to fit
in. It’s all about social status within a group and wearing the same clothes, doing your
hair the same way. But on the inside, it's not necessarily what you want. | think that’s
part of the appeal of the character: teenagers kind of have this hidden desire 1o let
people know just how smart they are, express themselves and be different from the
others.

Why does humour work so well in your books?

Tom Stoppard, the playwright, has a brilliant quote: ‘laughter is the sound of
comprehension’. People think laughter equals silly, but it’s not. It's actually a sudden
feeling of recognition or understanding, it’s almost a magic trick of the mind.

When you tell a joke you're usually combining one idea that’s quite serious with
another idea and twisting them in a way that makes people spontaneously laugh out
loud. Children have such curious minds and they love being given new ideas, and if a
joke is basically taking something and twisting it in a new way, that means every joke
is a new idea. | have this gift where | see all this humour and irony in the world, and it’s
not really a conscious decision to write humour. That’s just my voice!

You meet thousands of readers at author events in schools
across Australia, and the world. How do kids inform and
inspire your writing?

They just say the most crazy things when you meet them! One in five fimes you're like
‘Okay, that is a good idea’, and | never have a pad with me so | ended up writing it
on my hand and then thinking ‘don’t wash your hands before you’ve written it down
somewhere more permanent.”

Older kids love Greek mythology like little kids love dinosaurs. They re strangely
obsessive about really specific details, and I'm happy to get on board and retell a lot

of Greek myths on the podcast and in my short story collections.

How much did

they inspire the fictional world you’ve

created for Josephine?

| fell in love with the Dordogne region of France. We spent time in and around
Sarlat-la-Canéda and Saint-Geniés as well as visiting the caves of Lascaux and
museum of prehistory in Les Eyzies. Some of these places will feature in the next book..

What parts of Louis XVII’s story were you most drawn

to when writing The Girl and the Ghost?

The poor boy had a pretty miserable life after he and his mother, Marie Antoinette and
his Two sisters were taken from Versailles to The Temple in Paris (effectively a prison).

He was made to testify against his mother and say terrible things which were not frue.,

Ultimately his words were used 1o help convict Marie Antoinette of heinous (false)
crimes for which she was sent to the guillotine. There was a period after that where
Louis was supposed to be cared for by a man called Anfoine Simon, a cobbler and
revolutionary. He and his wife were a ghastly pair who mistreated Louis terribly. When

Antoine Simon was removed from his role there was a period where no one saw Louis
for a year - the records are completely devoid of any
information about him. | wondered if | could use that year
to give Louis a better life (for a little while at least). And
that’s what | did.

How do you decide what parts of history to
include in your writing and what parts to
fictionalise?

| wanted Louis to be a bit older than ten, which is the age
he died, of complications from tuberculosis. So, | used that
period where no one saw him to get him out of the city

to the southwest of France to a fictitious chateau called




the Chateau Du Lac. It's next door to the equally fictitious Chateau Margaux where
my main character, Josephine Eloise Thomas and her family move to (from Sydney).
There's scope for more history in the coming books and I'm really enjoying diving into
other areas of court life at Versailles.

What was the research process like for the novel?

I have always loved history - from the time | was a young child, so | found the research
part of the process very enjoyable. It helped that we’'d just spent a few days in
Versailles before | starfed my deep dive into Louis XVII and his family.

What challenges did you encounter when writing the
relationship between Jet, a girl and Louis, a ghost?

Given that Louis believes Josephine to be someone else from his past (a girl called
Madeleine Aubert who lived in the Chateau Margaux at the same time that he was
living next door in the Chateau Du Lac), there’s infense confusion from the moment
he sets eyes on Josephine. She has to convince Louis they’re not the same person

but there’s clearly a connection somewhere. This leaves a lot of room for humour too.
Josephine is also the only human who can see Louis and assumes the reason is that
she was the one who released him from the locket. But why can her dog, Daisy and alll
of the cats in the village see and communicate with Louis too - it’s all very confusing.
